Schooling: Social Mobility, Work,
and Civic Engagement W/B Distin-
guished Lecture in Social Sciences

by Herman van de Werfhorst, Professor of Sociology, University
of Amsterdam. Contemporary societies expect a lot from edu-
cational systems: they should promote social mobility by pro-
viding equal opportunities independent of social class, gender,
or migration background, provide valuable skills for the labor
market, and prepare for active civic engagement. How do edu-
cational systems fare in achieving these goals? Can they be or-
ganized in a way that promotes all these goals, or do trade-offs
emerge when promoting one goal comes at the cost of losing
out on another? This lecture analyzes the relationship between
educational system characteristics and three core outcomes:
providing equality of opportunity, creating a smooth connec-
tion between education/training and work, and promoting ac-
tive civic engagement. The results, based on comparative and
longitudinal data, point to a clear policy trade-off in the design
of educational systems. Systems that perform well with regard
to the school-work linkage often perform worse with regard
to promoting equality in civic engagement.

Beyond Migrants and Refugees: A
Model International Mobility Con-
vention Lecture by michael W. Doyle, Professor of

International Affairs, Law and Political Science, Columbia Uni-
versity. After nearly two years of study and debate convened by
the Columbia Global Policy Initiative’s International Migration
Project, the Model International Mobility Convention (MIMC) re-
presents a consensus among over 40 academics and policyma-
kers in the fields of migration, human rights, national security,
labor economics, and refugee law. The MIMC provides a holistic
and rights-based approach to international mobility. In additi-
on, it fills key gaps in international law that leave many people
unprotected by establishing the minimum rights afforded to all
people who cross state borders — whether as visitors, tourists,
students, workers, residents, entrepreneurs, forced migrants,
refugees, victims of trafficking, people caught in countries in
crisis and family members - and defines their relationships to
their communities of destination, origin, and transit. The event
is funded by the European Research Council (ERC).

Knowledge and Society in Times of
Upheaval Jahreskonferenz me concept of a

knowledge society has featured prominently in both academic
and public discussions. In recent years, however, it has been
supplemented by the internet, digitalization, big data, and the
specter of artificial intelligence. While knowledge is always
socially constructed, access to knowledge is economically and
politically determined. Knowledge and its dissemination defi-
ne, control and sustain power relations and social rank. In its
applied form as technology and skills, knowledge constitutes
a productive asset essential for competitive advantage, inno-
vation and growth. But what happens when knowledge beco-
mes data? How do technological innovations transform the
relationship of the individual or the community to state and
society? How do societies cope with the unprecedented growth
of knowledge and the scale of its dissemination and control?

Why Inequality Persists and Even
Grows in Democracies Distinguished
Lecture in Social Sciences mitprofessor lan

Shapiro, Yale University. Nineteenth century elites feared that
expanding the franchise would lead to substantial downward
redistribution of their wealth and income. Some on the left ag-
reed, concluding that there might be a “parliamentary road to
socialism”. In the twentieth century this expectation was for-
malized as the median voter theorem, which predicts down-
ward redistribution in democratic capitalist systems because
median income and wealth is always below average income and
wealth, and politicians have strong incentives to be responsi-
ve to the median voter. In fact, there is no systematic tenden-
cy toward downward redistribution in capitalist democracies,
many of which have become more unequal over the past four
decades. This is true even in Proportional Representation sys-
tems, which used to be thought more responsive to median vo-
ters than Single Member District systems. Shapiro will discuss
theoretical and empirical reasons for these developments, and
what can be done about them. He will argue that inequality is
best tackled indirectly in democratic politics, by focusing on
reducing economic insecurity rather than by trying to build
coalitions to tackle inequality head on. Veranstalter: Professor
Wolfgang Merkel, WZB; Informationen bei Gudrun Mouna, gudrun.
